Staff Report:
Nina Coleman addressed the Board:
e The Gatehouse hours are Monday and Tuesday from 9 am — 3:30 pm and Wednesday to Sunday
from 9 am — 9 pm.
e Curfew is until 11 pm until November 1%, Then the curfew is 4 pm. This time is new this year.
o  CoastSweep was in September — very good turnout.
e Hunting — pheasants are being stocked now (Saturday and Mondays). Rabbit, duck, goose, coyote
and fox can be hunted at Sandy Neck — in the proper season. Deer hunting is not allowed this year.
o Recommend people hike on front beach where hunting is not allowed. Plus, there is no hunting
allowed on Sunday.

Old Business:
The Long-term Coastal Resiliency Alternatives Report was discussed.
Pete Sampou addressed the Board:
e The information was presented to Town Council but no voted was taken at their meeting.



e Pete Sampou has already met with Councilors Flores and Wallace and he will continue to meet with the other
councilors (in the next several months) to explain the Alternative Report and the scientific information regarding
the Plan. He will review all the alternatives and explain which assessment the Sandy Neck Board favored and
why they voted for Alternative 5D. A small group setting (with only two councilors at a time) is more beneficial
because this way each individual concern can be addressed in a scientific manner without undue outside pressure.

e The original grant was finalized and submitted. There are no deadlines — at this time — that have to be met.
